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Carolyn Koncal graduated from
Bishop Watterson High School
in 1998 but entered here as a
freshman with a larger question
than ªwho's homeroom will I
be in?º Her concerns and mis-
sion were to beat cancer!
Carolyn continued her educa-
tion at The Ohio State
University where she graduated
in 2002.  This is her story and
how she dealt with this illness
and how she turned it into
something positive as well as
into a career. 

Carolyn's Story:

While still in the hospital with
my original diagnosis, I realized
there was a reason I was picked
by God for this.  I knew I was
going to lose my hair, and I was
all right with that since I didn't
like it anyway; it was much too
thin.  I also knew, as an 8th

grader, I would not have to
complete my science fair proj-
ect and that was a happy
moment.  Part of those early
moments were mixed with
emotions; I had classmates who
came to the hospital to surprise
me on my 14th birthday, but
others who did not know what
to make of this and as they
continued with their uninter-
rupted lives, I became isolated.  

Starting Watterson bald made
me stand out from everyone,
and being known as the bald
one was not always a great way
to be known.  As much as I
enjoyed my high school years, I
did feel different than my
classmates.  I viewed life differ-
ently than they did; my priori-
ties had changed.  After high
school I decided to go to
O.S.U. and graduated with a

Zoology degree in 2002.
During my last year at Ohio
State, I completed an intern-
ship working with Dolphin

Therapy.  I saw how animals
could be used to help people
and decided to go back to
school for a Recreational
Therapy degree.  I knew that I
could make a career out of
combining my desire to help
others and my love of animals
if I became a Recreational
Therapist.  

During graduate school, I also
got first-hand experience on
how animals can help when my
dog became a certified therapy
dog and we visited hospitals
and nursing homes.  I was also
fortunate to intern with adult
cancer patients and realized
then that my world had truly
become entwined with the can-
cer world.  I always knew this
because as I tried to hide my
cancer from people I met, I
realized that if they did not
know that part of me, they

would never know why I did
the things I did.  My cancer
experience truly made me who
I am today. 

Over the past 5 years, I have
started to focus more on
increasing cancer awareness. I
joined Team in Training, which
is part of The Leukemia &
Lymphoma Society, and ran
my first half marathon (13.1
miles) to raise $5,000 for can-
cer research in honor of Jon
Koeninger. Jon was a
Watterson student who died
December 26, 1995 from undi-
agnosed leukemia, the same
diagnosis I had.  Jon's dad is
one of my first memories of
realizing why I was still alive
and had survived cancer. I was
able to help him realize that as
a parent there was nothing he
could have done differently to
keep his son from getting can-
cer.  I just remember him
telling me that the doctors and
nurse told him this, but that I
was the first person he believed
since I had leukemia, too.  A
few years later I trained again
and continued to raise aware-
ness and money for Team in
Training.   I ran my second half
marathon in memory of the
one girl who became my friend
during my clinic visits who
died before she was 21.

In 2006, I moved to Chapel
Hill, NC to work as a
Recreational Therapist and
now work with pediatric cancer
patients; I use my experience to
help my patients, as they too
become members of what I call
the ªcancer community.º
While in Chapel Hill, I have
become chairman on the
Adolescent and Young Adult
workgroup for the NC
Comprehensive Cancer
Program.  This past May, I had
the wonderful opportunity to
meet many other cancer sur-
vivors through the I'm Too
Young For This! Cancer
Foundation, also known as i2y.
i2y is a one of a kind organiza-
tion dedicated to young adults

affected by cancer.  I have
become a passionate member of
this organization, because I
know first hand how cancer can
isolate you from the rest of the
world. I want to make sure
others don't have to wait as
long as I did (I waited 14 years)
to find a group like this one.
i2y is only two years old and I
want to make the world aware
that i2y is out there. I hope
anyone who is reading this arti-
cle and knows someone who
could benefit from i2y will visit
their website
www.stupidcancer.comfor
additional information.  

On February 28, 2009, I lost
my hair again.  This time on
purpose; I shaved my head at a
St. Baldrick's Foundation, head
shaving event.  St. Baldrick's
raises money for childhood
cancer research.  I have shaved
my head for three reasons: 1.
I'm a childhood cancer sur-
vivor. Cancer research helped
save my life and I want to
make sure research continues
until we have a cure.  2. I have
shaved my head in support of
my friend, Amanda, who was
28 when she passed away after
fighting pancreatic cancer for
five years.  3. I loved being
bald. I always knew one day I
would shave my head again and
February 28th was the day! 

I have always viewed my cancer
as a blessing and often thank
God for the wonderful oppor-
tunities I've had because of it.
I look forward to what the
future brings.

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Dear Friends of Watterson,

Having just attended our third
annual planning retreat, and as
I step down as the chair of the
Steering Committee, I would
like to reflect on where we have
been and list some of the
accomplishments we have
achieved!

In 1997 or so, Ron Shay, our
original advancement/alumni
leader, pulled together a group
that helped him advance the
school by working with him
primarily on fund raising ideas.
This group tossed around the
idea of doing a major addition
to the school, the first since the

'70's. A plan was developed and
a price tag of over $10 million
was thrown out. How in the
heck would we ever be able to
do this? Our previous history
with fund raising only netted
us around $1 million 10 years
earlier.

In 2000 when Marian became
principal, she brought with her
the belief that we could achieve
much more! The advancement
committee started to meet
more regularly and a feasibility
study was performed. The
results found, after talking to
many friends of Watterson,
that there was strong support

for the school but it was not
very vocal or visible and that
they thought that our fund
raising potential was around 
$4 million.

Over time a commitment was
made to move ahead with fund
raising and construction, with
Phase 1 of the plan breaking
ground in 2005 and finishing
in 2006. With this under our
belt, we decided to think longer
term. What is our long term
dream for Watterson? How can
we make it a reality? So in the
summer of 2007 we had our
first planning retreat.

Several of the advancement

committee and school leaders
attended, led by Michael
Colburn as our facilitator.
There were about 15 of us and
we answered the question
ªWhat is our vision for
Watterson in 2012, five years
down the road?º We came up
with several exciting ideas.
Most importantly, we under-
stood that we needed to devel-
op the volunteer leadership at
Watterson to help us achieve
this vision. We needed to
develop committees with
friends of Watterson who have
specific skills to help us achieve
our goals!

With this in mind we estab-
lished several councils;
Marketing, Facilities, Alumni,
Advancement and Capital
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Campaign, and a central
Steering Committee, to coordi-
nate the overall activities. Over
the last few years we have had
two more retreats where we
have measured our progress
against our stated goals. What
we have learned is exciting!

First, we have confirmed that

there is a huge untapped
resource available to us of very
talented friends of Watterson.
Second, when we organize
them properly and put them on
the right council, their energy
can be harnessed to do great
things, to take Watterson to the
next level and achieve our
vision! Third, there has been
the need to adjust our structure
and to integrate with other
parts of the school, such as
school board, and to add coun-
cils, Finance, and IT and per-
haps a Co-Curricular Council.
Fourth, we have seen the need
to change. This has taken
strong leadership. Marian and
the leadership staff have
opened the books, adjusted the
way things are done, and devel-
oped new habits with the input
of these councils.

What have we achieved
through all of these efforts? I
believe that the most signifi-
cant achievement so far is that
a large number of people now
BELIEVE that we can achieve
our vision for Watterson
because we have laid the right
foundation of having a strong

organization with a clear
vision! It is not just Marian's
vision any more; there were 35
people who invested all day at
our third retreat because they
believe!

This past winter I spent many
hours watching and reading the
John Adams HBO series and
reading the book about his life.
One of my take-a-ways from
that experience was the courage
and sacrifice with which he and
so many others acted. He was
in Philadelphia planning for
the future of this great country
while his wife and kids were
back in Boston with all kinds
of sickness killing a large per-
centage of the population, and
knowing full well that they
were risking everything they
had on a dream.

What caused them to do this?
It became pretty clear for me.
They invested in creating a
strong vision, the Declaration
of Independence and the
Constitution, and they put a
tremendous amount of effort
into building the supporting
structure to make it a reality. It

is not by luck that the United
States of America is a great
country! With the clear vision
and the organization that could
help obtain this vision many
people were willing to do
whatever it took for this coun-
try. I believe that what we have
been doing is similar.
Watterson has been the heart
of our Catholic community for
over 50 years now. We have the
opportunity to help ensure that
it not only continues to exist,
but also continue with a strong
heart. This heart is loud, and it
is leading our Catholic com-
munity to be the best it can be!

I had an opportunity to witness
this first hand over the past few
months. My son, Andrew, will
be a freshman this year. We
attended the Open House, and
I was amazed at what I saw.
Students, staff, parent volun-

teers all working together to
create an exciting, welcoming,
Catholic environment that real-
ly made me as a parent want to
have my son attend Watterson.
The Marketing Committee
helped take this event to a
higher level because of the
expertise and passion of several

people. When we look at the
vision for Watterson we see a
place where the students, staff
and parents have a great
Catholic experience that carries
over to their involvement with
Watterson and their Catholic
community for the rest of their
lives! To me this Open House
was a great confirmation that
we are getting there!

Greg Bauer will be stepping
into the leadership of the
Steering Committee. He will
do a great job and I look for-
ward to supporting him by
helping develop a plan for
2015! Thanks and may God
continue to bless Bishop
Watterson High School!
